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This course covers two main parts. The first part introduces the research
development, basic concepts and theories of school effectiveness and
improvement, The second part explores the approaches of school
improvement to enhance effectiveness. Several topics are included, such as
principal leadership, teacher empowerment, school-based management,
organizational learning and school development planning. Concept introduction
and case analysis are employed.
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
