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This seminar will be consist of discussions on the major developments in
ASEAN's history since 1967. Students are expected to complete the assigned
readings, to take an active part in class discussions, and to attend class
regularly, Regarding an absence from class, students should contact the
professor in advance and documentation may be required. Students will take
turns to lead the discussion each week, Other course requirements include a
policy paper, a research term paper on ASEAN, and an oral presentation of
that paper in class.
