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This course provides students with a basis for understanding the functioning
of the Chinese agricultural and industrial economy. Built on these
foundations, elective subjects covering the most important aspects of the
Chinese agricultural and industrial economy are offered for students to select
as their areas of concentration for more specialized study. Topics discussed
include policies of industrial development, industrial structure changes,
relationship between industrial development and foreign direct investment,

introduction of various important industries,
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
