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EU's goal for the policy towards CIS is to integrate the region into the new
security and economic system in Europe. However, while Russia has also
strengthened its influence and control in CIS, which intensified geo—strategic
competition between Europe and Russia, EU policy towards CIS has also
faced challenges. This course starts from the early relationship between the
Europe and the Soviet Union, discusses the EU policy towards CIS, including
relationship development and challenges after the Cold War,
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
