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The teaching focus of sub—2: First, analytical reviews of the thinkers of
the life experiencebackground, and locations of the academic status of the
community,and the prevailing international situation, the impact of various
thinkers. Second, the interpretation of the text of the writing strategy of all
thinkers, and its ideology. Teaching objectives are: the classical theory of
historical documentation and interpretation of the thinkers of theacademic
character of the text of each thinker to reflect the needs of the times.
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
