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This is a foundation course of history. It is divided into two parts: the first
semester consists of Chinese historiography, and the second introduces
Western historiography. This course integrated the follwing aspects into the
context of historiography while presenting the characteristic, content,
functions, methods, view of history and the development process.
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To allow students understand what is history, the
functionof it, and relationship,between history and
other disciplines,
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To present the overview and trends of the
developments of Chinese and Western historiography.
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To present the cognition, spirit, stytle and methods
in the works of each historian during each era.
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To enhance students reading and organizational
capacity through writing book reports and book
reviews,
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To allow the students to understand the historical
thinking of historians, and further construct their
own historical thinking,
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
