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Lectures in this course refer in various ways to all of these historical
practices, and they describe specific historians as well as wider historical
movements that have influenced both their own era and the historical
thought of later generations. The course draws attention not only to the
assumptions that have shaped historical thought in a succession of times
and places, but also to the different social, political, and cultural contexts in
which accounts of the past have been produced.
