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This course provides students with the basic knowledge and concepts of
drama, and allows them to experience dramatic aesthetics, especially with
respect to contemporary drama and fields applying dramatic techniques. The
teaching methods contain supplemental theater experience activities and
verbal education. Along with the drama exercises, we will cover some basic
concept of drama theory, acting method and directing technique. The
ultimate goal is to introduce the practical application of the field of drama
to mass communication students.
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
