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This course concentrates on methods of teaching Chinese to the speakers of
Russian with an accent on Chinese grammar, It is a practical course,
meaning that our main objective is to explore the difficulties of Chinese
grammar for the Russian speakers, learn how to teach grammar and how to
analyze students’ common mistakes. This course also includes two sessions of

teaching practice to give every student a better understanding of the
