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This course is the second of a two—semester sequence in intermediate level
macroeconomics, This course is designed to introduce an overview of
macroeconomic issues: the IS-LM model, the Mundell-Fleming model, the
AD-AS model, and the Ramsey model. The course will provide a unified
framework to address these issues and to study the financial crisis and the
government policy.
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
