This
module could be divided into two sections: Euro—American contemporary
theatre and Asian theatre. Images, videos, play texts and theatrical exercises
will be applied as materials to introduce intercultural performing arts to the
students, In addition to introducing various performing forms, the students
will also be asked to conduct a theatre piece in order to further understand
the making of theatrical works,
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This module aims at guiding the students to know
different kinds of performing arts. By studying on
various theatrical aesthetics from different countries,
students will be encouraged to further consider
about the relationships between theatre, audiences,
reality and society,
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
