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This course focuses on 'mon-state actors" in international politics. We will
explore the role and function of international non—-governmental organizations
(INGOs). The focus is on the discussion regarding the following topics:
What are INGOs? What role and status do INGOs play in global civil
society? Does INGOs have an impact on international relations between
states? Do INGOs influence local politics within states?
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The students are expected to develop a
comprehensive understanding of INGOs that operates
internationally, With this understanding, the students
should be able to analyze the impact of different
kinds of INGOs, such as charity, research,
professional, advocacy, etc. on states, corporations,
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
