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The purpose of this course is to provide students with an introduction of
the core concepts and theories in the study of public policy. This course
will focus on the scope and methods of public policy, theories of
decision—making, public policy and political ideologies, the policy process, and
policy and the performance of political systems. This course will thus
enhance the students understanding and analytical ability of the theory and
practice of public policy.
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
