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After two decades of the reform Russia has been changed to a society with
more freedom and the economy gradually improved in recent years, but it
has paid a great price for the transition, and still many problems and
consequences are not resolved, The purpose of this course is not only to
explore the current situation of Russian civil society, the transition patterns,
and the Russian government's policy, but also to help students to develop
the analytical and research capacity to the topics.
