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The major purpose of this course is to assist the student in further
understanding the course and development of international relations, through
the use of theories and methods of strategic intelligence, especially in
enhancing the quality of analysis and prediction of the course of
international affairs. The success of strategic intelligence not only has to be
built upon the basis of the role of intelligence collection, it also needs to
focus on approach of intelligence analysis and perception of information
processing,
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relations and strategic studies, and strengthen their
analytical capability and judgement in exploring and
analyzing world politics and relevant issues,
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
