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This course aims to lead the students to gradually understand the principles
of human communication and its related concepts. The first part of the
course focuses on human communication principles and its core concepts,
including self, perception, listening, verbal communication and non-verbal
communication, The second part will discuss conversation and conflicts,
alongside interpersonal communication and relationships. The third part will
train the students to prepare for public speaking skills in order to apply the
concept of human communication principles to actual situations,
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communication and its related concepts
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
