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This course provides precedents and theories of urban planning in the
context of new urban crises confronting cities in the 21st century. Topics
include Eco—urbanism, CPULs, Networked urbanism, etc. Each student will
employ the concepts and tools discussed in class to develop a planning
strategy for creating unique urban experiences in Taipei City.
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
