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Using the beginner level vocabulary, grammar, and conversational Japanese as
the foundation, this course incorporates intermediate level Japanese and uses
a QA listening component to identify areas that require instructional
emphasis, This course aims to prepare students for the listening component
of the JLPT standardized tests.
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
