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Transportation planning is an earlier plan on construction a transportation
system, It uses systematic steps, involving data collection, papers review,
prediction model and parameters calibration. transportation planning provides
the rationality procedures of a transportation program, The contents of this
course includes trip production/attractive model, trips distribution model,
mode choice models and traffic assignment model etc..
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
