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This course mainly provides the most important theories and an up-to-date
analytical framework on money and banking theories, We will discuss the
history of Taiwan’s financial market, basic financial theories, interest rate,
central bank, monetary policies, and foreign exchange market, Moreover, the

application of financial market theories in current events is also emphasized
in this course,
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
