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From the end of Qing Dynasty to the beginning of Republic of China
between 1895 and 1925, modern ideologies had undergone swift changes. The
course mainly focuses on some prominent historical characters during this
transitional period, By investigating into the historical process between old
age and new age, students can clarify the ideological transitions during this
historical period.
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
