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This course provides students with methodological tools and a basic
theoretical background to work towards their main research. The course is
built around three components, Research Methodology: the students will be
taught the basic methodological knowledge and through guided exercises
will be asked to produce a research design to be completed by the end of
the semester, Theory in Practice: through guided readings, students will
learn how to read and summarise while gaining a knowledge on research in
the making . Theory: overview of the main schools of thought in the
humanities.
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
