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This course introduces students to China's political economy since 1978
when it pursued reform policy as well as the dynamics in which it shifted
from a revolutionary regime to a regime more open the world and now has
grown as a great power, In this course, we will discuss the important issues
during the process of China's rise, including the reform and open policy,
political control, social cleavage and so on. Students are expected to have a
general understanding about the rise of China and use political economy to
explore relevant issues,
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
