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This course introduces students to a general understanding of the seemingly
non—authoritarian institutions that help sustain the Chinese Communist
Party's authoritarian rule, The goal of this course is to provide students a
broad outline of China politics through the lens of political institutions. To
do so, this course will proceed with discussions of theories and use cases to
help students to understand the theories, Students are expected to develop a
more comprehensive understanding about China's authoritarian rule.
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
