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This course covers a number of important issues in contemporary
international relations. Both theoretical and practical aspects will be
addressed during discussions of the issues, with a focus on the Asia—Pacific
region. A particular emphasis is placed on the development of Sino-U.S.
—Taiwan relations and its influence on the interests of Taiwan. Lectures will
be given in English and reading materials will be assigned. Students are
required to write papers and present them during the seminars.
