Course content includes the
construction of the empirical model, controllable factor and noise factor,
orthogonal array, the ratio of signal to noise, confidence interval, analysis of
variance, quality loss, use of statistical functions in EXCEL, confirmation
experiment and prediction, Some industry cases are provided to demonstrate
