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The institutional legacies of both the traditional model of Central Asian
societies in the prerevolutionary period and the political institutions under
the Soviet regime continually affected nation building and subsequent
development since Central Asian states gained independence, Politics in
Central Asia are currently characterized by neopatrimonialism, in which the
authoritarian system serves as a formal institution, and behind it an informal,
patron — client relationship can be observed,
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
