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The creation, organization, use, and preservation of information bears
important economic, political, societal, and cultural implications, This course
will introduce how information is communicated through different types of
media in the history, including digital and social media. A guest speaker will
be given a talk on electronic publishing and digital content., This course will
also introduce Web 2.0 and 3.0, crowd computing, and development of mobile
devices, and discuss how they change libraries and information services.
