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This course is a one-year survey course that examines the social and
cultural history of modern China from 1900 to the present. Major topics
include the formation of a modern national state, relationships between
society and government, economic development and environmental crises,
changes in kinship and family life, and changing relationships between elite
and popular culture, The course uses excerpts from primary documents,
fictions, and films to help students understand the modern Chinese historical
