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History of Architecture, including I and II, is the course designed for a
whole academic year, which will teach students the developments of world
architecture chronologically by concentrating on cultural influences and
interactions beyond geographical and political boundaries, History of
Architecture I concentrates on the pre—modern period of world architecture,
which can be considered as traditions of architecture of different cultures.
The course will introduce the technologies, architectural styles and material
developments under various cultural traditions of the world.
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
