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Architectural criticism is a theory about how to evaluate the influence and
achievement of certain architectural artifacts. It is an important part of
architectural theory and of architectural production., Architectural Criticism
aims to comprehensively and systematically explain, interpret, evaluate, judge
and critique architecture, architects, and social, historical, cultural, economic,
and political factors related to construction activities, and to enhance the
general public’s understanding of architecture.
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
