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This is a survey course for the English Literature of the Restoration and
the eighteenth century. This course helps students understand how poets of
this period claimed to have found their roots in Greek and Roman literature,
and it also helps students understand how those poets transformed earlier
love poems, religious poems, and satires and wrote in new literary styles for
an ever—growing reading population,
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subgenres, we will cover here include lyric poetry,
epic poetry, essay, satire, and literary criticism,
Students will learn how to evaluate the works of
these two periods in quite different ways as we did
in the class of last semester,
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
