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‘The content of the narration and homework arranged in the course is
mainly based on the essence of humanities and art appreciation, and forms
the general direction of exploration. The teaching method of the course is
conducted in the form of juxtaposition of knowledge and action with
appreciation first and practice supplemented. It means that both the learning
in the classroom and the tasks after the classroom will be combined with
cognitive learning such as theoretical narration, literature exploration, work
appreciation and creative practice, and conceptual narration,
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
