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Morality is indispensable to our social life, And moral value and moral
judgments are closely connected to morality. Through reflections upon moral
phenomena we can examine the moral judgments and the value beliefs
behind them. This reflection enables us to recognize the reasons that our
value systems and judgments founded upon, and what is more, to ponder
the nature of morality, even to construct morality, The course invites
students to think philosophically how a universal and well-grounded
morality is possible,
