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The emphasis of the course will be placed first and foremost on fluency,
spontaneity, and effective communication, Learners will be given many
opportunities and situations, such as role plays, stories telling, debates, and
presentations, whereby

effective communication with the vocabulary, phrases, and syntactical rules
they have learned could be practiced. Reading relevant texts regarding
international relations, in particular those of diplomacy, will also be
