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This course is an introduction to statistics and regression. The only
prerequisite is a sound foundation in algebra, The heart of the course is a
rigorous introduction to statistical inference: sampling theory, confidence
intervals, and hypothesis tests. The final section of the course covers
regression analysis, which is developed in a fairly non—technical way, with
