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“Performing Arts” covers a wide range of artistic genres. This course
focuses on theoretically and practically guiding students to experience and
appreciate primarily dance-oriented contemporary performing arts. Through
learning European, American, and Asian contemporary (modern) dance history,
viewing influential and interdisicipinary choreographers works, and exploring
dance practically, the student will be able to gain an understanding and
respect for diverse body idioms and cultural pluralism, cultivate his/her
humanistic qualities and aesthetic appreciation, and expand his/her
worldview,
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
