society. The main purpose of the course is to encourage students to look
into various contemporary international issues and to grasp their

backgrounds and dynamics, so as to explore Taiwan's self—positioning and
goals of development in the complex global affairs and regional relations,

on Taiwan, making Taiwan impossible to exclude itself from the international
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
