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1. Enable students to understand the definition, characteristics and types of
defense mobilization,

2. To enable students to understand the impact of the cross—strait situation
on the mobilization of our national defense.

3. Let students know about the national defense organizations and units that
actually implement the defense mobilization policy in our country.
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
