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Ci is the remainder of a poem, also known as long and short sentences.
Because of its close relationship with music, the tone has a fixed frame, the
sentence has a fixed sentence, and the word has a fixed tone, so it is also
called Lei Shengyuefu, The word is Zen, and the mind of the word is Zen
mind.
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The purpose of the word is to precede the image,
and the sound is outside the string and fingers,
empathizing and capturing the environment, and the
word is the most. Cixin refers to the writer's last
resort to compassion and compassion when facing
the wind and rain. This course is to lead scholars
