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Confucianism has a decisive influence on the formation of Chinese culture,
Understanding the development of Confucianism helps to grasp the
characteristics of cultural traditions, Therefore, this course will enable
graduate students to read the Confucian ideological texts and unearthed
documents in depth through the subject discussion, Through the text
interpretation, they can grasp the essence of each thought, construct the
foundation of Confucian genealogy, and master the research results of

modern Confucianism.
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
