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This course will lead student to comprehend the western culture and society
in the modern era. The aims are to improve students ability to think
critically and independently and to broaden their horizons. The topics
include the fundamental essence of humanity and human dignity, the
relationship between religion and science, liberalism and capitalism, the rise
of mass politics, the impacts of the two world wars, mass culture, great
powers and their political and economic dominance of the global arena,
reflection on democracy, and contemporary global challenges.
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
