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This class explores the meaning, nature, and determination of happiness from
the viewpoint of economics, psychology, and philosophy, respectively. The
measurement of happiness and current global surveys of happiness are
introduced. The last part of lectures investigates the relationship between
happiness and economic decisions, and discusses the policy implications of
happiness research. The primary objective is to lead students to understand
the relationship between well-being and economy, and also to induce them
to figure out the way of happiness through group discussions and case
studies.
