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This course will introduce students to a general understanding of China's
foreign policy and its relations with countries around the world in the 21th
century, The goal of this course is to provide students a broad outline of
China's foreign policy behavior and help them understand the important
development of such behavior, To do so, this course will proceed with
discussions of the dynamics of Chinese foreign policy, the development of
China's soft power and its use of multilateral diplomacy, as well as China
relations with other countries,
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
