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Sociolinguistics is the study of language in various social contexts, Research
in this discipline currently includes such areas as language and social
interaction, language contact and change, sociolinguistic variation, discourse
analysis, cross—cultural communication, narrative and oral history, language
planning, multiculturalism/bilingualism and education, language and identity,
language and gender, language and aging, endangered and minority dialects,
language and health care, and forensic linguistics, We will cover these topics
in turn on top of cognitive sociolinguistics.
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1 Students should have a comprehensive understanding
of each of the issue mentioned above by the end of
the course. They are expected to make contribution
to those topics and focus on one of them for further
in—depth research. Eventually, they should also be
able to apply their learning to practical foreign
