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A major characteristic of philosophy of history is speculative. This course
needs high participation from the students because the aim is ‘learning
through thinking. For the first semester, students are required to do a
group presentation and to record every phase in the process. The teacher
will help and instruct them to reflect on important subjects such as
objectivity of historiography and how to make a fair judgment on a
historical figure, Topics for the second semester: the concept of ‘context,’
the essence of history as a discipline, and historical thoughts in the western
history.
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
