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This course aims to lead the students into the world of semiotics. With
more attention, we can find that symbols exist everywhere in our daily life,
The symbols in the media texts are diverse and arbitrary., This course will
firstly introduce the basic concepts of semiotics; it will secondly lead the
students to observe the signs in daily life, and the third part will guide
students to analyze the semiotic meanings in the media texts, including
analyzing the symbolic meanings of still images and various forms of moving
images.
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
