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The course aims to facilitate students to explore the issues of education
sciences. Starting from thinking about “who I am,” students are to be
prompted to investigate the meaning and nature of education, to analyze the
structural factors influencing education, to envision the futures of education,
and to understand the system, contents, methods, personnel, leadership, and
reforms of education. In the learning process, students foster their critical
thinking to assist others to fulfill their potentials and embody the ideal of
social justice,
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
