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This course will proceed the "History of German Literature I' last year and
provides an introduction to the history of German literature and culture
form 1880 to the present. This semester, we will focus on the literary
periods from Naturalism to the Exile literature through reading and
analyzing excerpts from representative works of major German writers,
There will also have excurses about the writers, like Manns brothers, Kafka
and Hermann Hesse, Sessions involve class discussions, group work, readings
