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This intermediate—level writing class is to cultivate students' essay writing
skills, with a focus on content development, logical flow, and text
organization,
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1 Students will practice the writing process from
brainstorming, to outlining, ‘glraf”ging, and
editing/revision; therefore, “see” the developmental
process of their ideas,

2 Students will be able to develop writing skills
through readings and writing of different rhetoric
genres (i.e. narration, process, description,
advantages), thus also understand the organization of
English texts,

3 Students, as authentic audience, will give
constructive feedback and suggestions to each other
during the revision phase,
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
